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 Trooper To Be Honored For ‘Courage Under 

Fire’ For Saving Life Of Tow Truck Operator

Expositions will honor Trooper 

First Class Jason Reid, assigned to 

the Rockville Barrack, for his ac-

tions in saving the life of a tow 

truck operator earlier this year in 

Montgomery County.  

The Towman Commendation will 

read, “Courage Under Fire” to rec-

ognize TFC Reid's actions and 

courageous professionalism. 

TFC Reid is the first law enforce-

ment officer in the 33-year history 

of the program to receive the 

American Towman Commenda-

tion Medal. The award will be of-

ficially presented at a ceremony 

this month in Baltimore during the 

33rd American Towman Exposi-

tion. 

Shortly before 10:30 a.m. on May 

23, 2022, TFC Reid  was on the 

scene of a motor vehicle crash on 

the ramp from eastbound I-495 to 

southbound Colesville Road (US 

29) in Silver Spring, Maryland. 

According to investigators, a tow 

truck operator was on the scene 

working on removing the vehicles 

involved in the crash. The tow 

truck driver, a 51-year-old male, 

was working on getting a Chevro-

let Equinox onto the back of his 

tow truck.   

While the driver was attempting to 

attach the winch to the underside 

of the vehicle, the Chevrolet Equi-

nox slipped off the back of the tow 

truck bed and fell on top of him. 

TFC Reid saw what happened, 

and despite having no previous 

training on the equipment, he was 

able to use the tow truck’s con-

trols to lower the tow truck’s bed 

to the ground and re-position it 

underneath the front of the Chev-

rolet Equinox. TFC Reid then 

used the rear of the tow truck’s 

bed to lift the car off of the victim 

and then pull him away from the 

vehicle.   

The driver was transported to  

Suburban Hospital for treatment 

of his injuries.

(PIKESVILLE, MD) – Colonel 
Woodrow W. Jones III, Superin-
tendent of the Maryland State Po-
lice, last month  announced the 
latest milestone for Maryland’s 
DNA database, supporting its role 
as an invaluable tool to law en-
forcement in the ongoing effort to 
reduce crime, apprehend crimi-
nals, and exonerate the innocent.  
 
Maryland’s DNA database, 
housed at the State Police Foren-
sic Sciences Division laboratory, 
has now recorded 10,000 positive 
comparisons, or “hits,” as they are 
commonly referred to.   
 
A positive comparison occurs 
when DNA obtained from a crime 
victim or scene is matched with 
either DNA from a known offend-
er sample or DNA from another 
crime scene.  Matches occur using 
CODIS, the Combined DNA In-
dex System, which enables access 
to both the Maryland DNA data-
base and the National DNA data-
base.  
 
In September, scientists at the 
Maryland State Police Forensic 
Sciences Division forwarded in-
formation to investigators with 
Homeland Security Investigations 
and the Prince George’s County 
Police Department that the 
10,000th positive DNA compari-
son through the use of Maryland’s 
DNA database was connected to 
an open 2020 drug case they are 

investigating.  
 
The case dates back to June 2020, 
when law enforcement interdicted 
a parcel containing a kilogram of 
fentanyl. During a subsequent 
search warrant at a location relat-
ed to the investigation, law en-
forcement seized additional nar-
cotics and drug distribution mate-
rials.   
 
During the search, a respirator 
that contained fentanyl residue 
was seized and subsequently 
swabbed for DNA.  The DNA 
profile matched that of a male in-

dividual whose DNA was collect-
ed and added to the State of Mary-
land DNA Database after a previ-
ous conviction for a drug offense. 
 
This hit demonstrates how the 
DNA database plays a crucial role 
in solving crimes from older un-
solved cases as well as from cases 
that cross jurisdictions and bor-
ders.  More specific details in this 
case cannot be made known at 
this time because the investigation 
is ongoing and the suspect has not 
been charged.  

Maryland’s DNA Database Records

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Maryland’s DNA database was 
established by law in 1994 and 
the first positive comparison oc-
curred in 1998.  It was eight 
years later, in August 2006, 
when State Police scientists 
reached the 500th hit.   
 
Twenty-three months later, the 
1,000th hit was recorded in July 
2008.  Fifteen months later, in 
October 2009, another 500 posi-
tive comparisons were reached.   
 
The 2,000th positive comparison 
mark was reached in January 
2011.  The 3,000th positive com-
parison was made in June of 
2013.  The 4,000th positive com-
parison occurred in May 2015.   
 
The 5,000th positive comparison 
was made in September 
2016.  The 6,000th positive com-
parison was made in January 
2018. The 7,000th positive com-
parison was made in April 2019, 
followed the 8,000th in July 2020 
and the 9000th in July 2021. 
 
As of October 2022, there were 
141,572 Maryland convicted of-
fender DNA profiles in 
CODIS.  Current Maryland law 
requires all persons convicted of 
a felony, fourth degree burglary, 
or breaking/entering of a motor 
vehicle to submit a DNA sample 
that becomes part of the DNA 
database.     

 
On January 1, 2009, legislation 
took effect that requires those ar-
rested and charged with qualify-
ing violent crimes, or 1st, 2nd, 
and 3rd degree burglaries and at-
tempts to commit those crimes, to 
submit a DNA sample.   
 
These type of samples are called 
“arrestee samples” and hits to 
these samples are referred to as 
“arrestee hits.” As of October 
2022, there were 51,599 DNA 
profiles from arrestee samples in 
the Maryland DNA database.  In 
addition to recording the 
10,000th total hit, Maryland’s 
DNA database has now recorded 

1,480 arrestee hits. 
 
The success of the statewide 
DNA database is due to the dili-
gent efforts and cooperation of 
many individuals.  They include 
the personnel of the Maryland 
State Police Forensic Sciences 
Division and those in local police 
DNA laboratories, as well as the 
cooperative collection efforts by 
the Governor’s Office of Crime 
Prevention, Youth and Victim 
Services, the Department of Pub-
lic Safety and Correctional Ser-
vices, sheriff’s offices and deten-
tion centers across the state, and 
Maryland’s district and circuit 
court systems.

DNA: MSP Crime Laboratory Celebrates Milestone 
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Aviation Crew Rescues Injured Hunter In Howard Co. 

(ELLICOTT CITY, MD) – Troop-
ers from the Maryland State Police 
Aviation Command (MSPAC) 
performed an aerial hoist rescue 
on an injured hunter who fell from 
a tree stand in Ellicott City. 
 
 Shortly after 8 a.m. on Oct. 7, 
units from Howard County De-
partment of Fire and Rescue Ser-
vices (HCDFRS) requested Mary-
land State Police – Aviation Com-
mand to medevac an injured 
hunter who had fallen between 20 
and 30 feet from a tree stand in a 
heavily wooded and remote area 
of the Cascade Falls Trail in El-
licott City.  The hunter was in se-
vere pain with several rib fractures 
and a possible pelvic fracture.  
 
The aviation crew from Washing-
ton Section, Trooper 2, based out 
of Joint Base Andrews Air Force 
Base, configured the helicopter for 
an aerial hoist rescue and respond-
ed to the scene. While en route, it 

was determined that an ATV 
would not be able to reach the pa-
tient. Due to the extended distance 
and extrication coupled with the 
patient’s significant injuries, it was 
requested that Trooper 2 hoist the 
patient out of the wooded area and 
transport the patient. 
     
As the pilots located the extrica-
tion site in the wooded area, the 
pilots maneuvered the Augusta 
AW-139 helicopter into a steady 
150-foot hover.  A state trooper/
flight paramedic was deployed 
from the helicopter to the wooded 
area where the injured hiker was 
located.   
 
The trooper flight paramedic per-
formed an assessment and used a 
PEP bag to package the patient 
with the assistance of HCDFRS 
personnel. The patient was hoisted 
into the helicopter where Trooper 
2 transitioned to a medevac and 
flew the patient to the R Adams 

Cowley Shock Trauma Center in 
Baltimore. 
 
The Maryland State Police Avia-
tion Command staffs each helicop-
ter with two pilots and two state 
trooper/medical clinicians. The 
MSPAC has served Maryland citi-
zens since 1970 and operates a 
fleet of 10 AW139 helicopters 
from seven bases throughout the 
State. Each aircraft provides cov-
erage 24/7/365 to Maryland resi-
dents and visitors.  
 
The MSPAC  missions include 
medevac, law enforcement, search 
and rescue, homeland security, and 
disaster assessment. The success 
of the aerial rescues and all mis-
sions performed by the Aviation 
Command depends a great deal on 
monthly, quarterly, and annual 
proficiency training and is a coop-
erative effort with allied agencies 
and our partners at the U.S. Coast 
Guard and the U.S. Park Police.
